ALUMNI: DEPARTMENT OF CHEMISTRY 

The Department has an alumni association which is named Fatima 
Chemistry Alumni Association (FCAA) . It was established on 30th December 
2007. The then Hon'ble Minister of Water resources Shri.N.K. 
Premachandraan (a former student, BSc Chemistry 1979) inaugurated the 
association. We have about 200 registered members. Our alumni are spread 
accross the world and hold several esteamed positions at the State, National 
and Inter National levels.  

The moto of the association is 'Rediscovering bond energy' and the 
vision is 'to share and enrich'. The activities of the association include 
Executive meetings, General body meetings, Motivational talks, Quiz 
programmes, Honourining Great Personalities (former students) associated 
with the Department etc. The association has instituted two scholarships (1) 
Rs.2000/- awarded every year to a final year MSc Chemistry student (FCAA 
Scholarship), (2) Rs.1500/- awarded every year to final year BSc Chemistry 
student (1984-87 batch Scholarship). Books worth rupees 10000/- 
contributed to the department library by ‘Royal Chemicos’ 1990-1993 
batch. Books were handed over to the students on 23rd October 2019.
